Operation Power Switch

The power switch has two functions. One is to turn wheel on and
off. The other is a reset function. This wheel has a safety feature for
over load. In order to reset, operator must switch off and on again.
(Don't forget to press the pedal all the way down before turning
switch back on.)

XSwitch the on switch to the off position
(refer to diagram).

KReturn the foot pedal to the oft
position (refer to diagram).

XTurn the power switch back on.

Maintenance

Use caution when performing any maintenance, inspection,
and adjustments.

Turn the power switch off and unplug the
power cable for cleaning, testing or ad-
justment. (It is recommended to do the
same if the wheel will not be in use for a
long period.)

DO NOT POUR WATER ON THE
WHEEL TO CLEAN IT.

Wipe the wheel down with a damp
sponge or cloth. (Splash pan can be
cleaned if it is removed from the wheel.)

XFoot Pedal Tension Adjustment

Loosen nuts on the right side of foot pedal in order to adjust the
pressure needed to move the pedal.

Troubleshooting

K\ heelhead does not turn

@ [s the wheel plugged in to the power source?
@ [s the power switch in the "on" position?
@ [s the power source working correctly and supplying the correct amount of electrical current?
@ Is the pedal at the stop "0" position (heel of the foot pedal completely down)?
@ Are there several wheels or other equipment/appliances on the same circuit?
(Check the breaker to see if the circuit has been overloaded.)

Unusual sound coming from the wheel body

@ Is the wheel resting on a solid surface and level?

@ Is there too much clay on the wheelhead?

@ [s the clay totally centered?

@ Has the wheelhead bolt been tightened completely?

@ Did the wheel stop turning due to too much clay on the wheelhead?
® Did an overload cause the breaker to open at the main power source?
@ Has the power cord become unplugged?
